Enroliment
Once you make the decision to enroll your child in

our daycare, you will be given a parent handbook
and an Information and Enrollment Packet that in-
cludes all of the forms you will need to fill out. In
addition to the forms in the packet, you will also
need to submit a copy of your child’s:

e Birth certificate
e Current immunization record
e Current physical examination record

Parent Visits

As a parent, you are welcome to visit your child at
any time. Feel free to come in and talk with the
director or administrator. The daycare has an open-
door policy!

Payments and Fees
Payments may be made by cash, check, money

order, or credit/debit card. A discount is offered for
payments that are made electronically. The range
of tuition and other fees for full- and part-time
students varies according to age. The daycare
office will give you a breakdown of the fees during
your inquiry or at the time you enroll your child.
Fees are subject to an annual increase. A one-
month advance notice is given when fees change.

CCDF
The daycare accepts CCDF (Childcare Develop-
ment Fund) payments.

Meals

The daycare provides a nutritious breakfast,
lunch, and two snacks in accordance with the
guidelines set by the USDA Food and Drug Ad-
ministration. A monthly menu is posted in each
classroom. The cost for meals is included in the
tuition; however, in order to receive meals, chil-
dren must be at the daycare during scheduled
meal times.

Curriculum and Instruction
The daycare uses the A beka curriculum supple-
mented by reading, writing, math and manipula-
tives, science and sensory, arts and crafts, and
music learning centers. Quarterly progress re-
ports are given for each child.
